Grades are based on the following criteria:

Full Band Rehearsals

Each rehearsal is worth 4 points (1 for each area)


Being on time and conducting oneself properly in rehearsals

Being prepared for rehearsal (music, instrument/sticks)


Effort to play method book exercises correctly


Effort to play concert music correctly
Lessons

Each lesson is worth 3 points


1 point for being on time

1 point for having lesson materials

1 point for being able to play assigned lesson material

All music, be it lesson material or concert music, is graded on the four following areas:

Rhythm (placing the note in the proper place)

Pitch (playing the correct note/using the proper sticking)

Articulation (starting and stopping the note correctly)

Dynamics (using the proper expression)
Tests will be graded on a per test basis.
