Based on our test scores our entire district earned proficiency levels in all areas of reading as well as proficiency in math for the sub-groups of all students and white students.  Based on these same test scores we did not make AYP in math for the sub-groups of special education students and free-reduced lunch students. Due to not meeting AYP requirements in all areas of math, Alden-Conger School District has been designated as a district in Need of Improvement.
