Dear Parent / Guardian of student(s) attending Alden-Conger Elementary,

The Federal No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act requires that all schools in the nation make Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) toward achieving the goal of all students being proficient in reading and math.  Last week the Minnesota Department of Education released 2011 spring assessment and AYP results for the 2011-2012 school year.  Based on our test scores we are very excited that our elementary school students improved to earn proficiency in all areas of reading.  We also earned proficiency levels in math for the sub-groups of all students, free-reduced lunch students and white students.  Based on these same test scores we did not make AYP in math for the sub-group of special education students.  Due to not meeting the AYP requirements in the one math sub-group, Alden-Conger Elementary has been designated as a school in School Choice.  (Please see chart below for the results of each student group in the areas of reading and math and to compare these results to the previous year.)

However since there is only one elementary school in our district the school choice does not apply.
